Overview: 

The International Catholic Conference of Scouting (ICCS) Thailand under the auspices of the  ICCS headquarters in Rome, Italy is honored to present the 1st ICCS World Jamboree, which has endorsed by National Organazation of Thailand as well, held in Chonburi, Thailand, December 26, 2010 through January 2, 2011. The Jamboree promises to be a “once in a lifetime” event where ICCS scout members, scouts of all faiths and youth members of church and school organizations can come together to grow stronger in their faith, make lasting friendships and enjoy the best hospitality in the world that the people and country of Thailand are known for. 

The Jamboree will provide an opportunity for scouts to be actively involved in the mission of the church by strengthening their faith in the company of others who share their beliefs in God and Gospel values. “As we respond to the call to be the Servants of Christ’s Gospel, we glorify the Father, that we bear much fruit and become His disciples.” (cf.Jn.15:8)
Objectives:

Through the programs and activities of this Jamboree, our purpose is to:

1. Inculcate Gospel values among the scouts, and instill a sense of responsibility in building peace in our society, nation and the world.

2. Share faith experiences, strengthen communion with Jesus Christ, Religion’s leader(s) and deepen our commitment to live as His disciples in the world.

3. Promote solidarity and fellowship among scouts with the same or other beliefs.

4. Develop a sense of belongingness among scouts from member countries of the International Catholic Conference of Scouting.

Theme:

The theme of the 1st ICCS Jamboree Thailand is “Empowering the Will: the Light, the Truth and the Way.” The theme can mean different things to different people, but one of the goals of the Jamboree is to “empower” the scouts and attendees through faith, companionship and belief, to find the path to becoming the caring, loving and nurturing person he or she who attends the Jamboree is capable of, and to guide the scouts and help them to find “the Light, the Truth and the Way.”

The ICCS Committee philosophy is to promote and develop youths according to the church, by principles and methods of Scouting through the training and activities process. At the same time the Association will inspire the Gospel values to the youths by the youths. The process will be done through the support of the adults who will work alongside the youth people. The following are the aims:       

1. Promote coordination and the union of the youths as in the movement of Scouting, Girl Scouts, Red Cross Youth, and Girl Guides in accordance with the ideology of love and devoting oneself in service and development to others.

2. Promote and evangelize the Gospel and its value amongst the youths by spending life’s side with them.   

3. Nurture and develop the coordination to become the strength and cooperation with any government offices, private sectors and the Church.

4. Enhance relationships and support any exchange of cooperation amongst the Scouts, Girl Scouts, Red Cross Youth and Girl Guides in Catholic Schools related to educational systems, services and mutual assistance in the form of the continuous development process by the conceptual framework of Thailand’s and Asia Pacific region’s cultural and social dimension.

5. Support all members as the center of, and coordination for all member troops and their benefits.

6. Handicapped and the disadvantages are also welcome.

You will close to the nature and people in the Land of Smiles, as well the Hub of Cultural and Religious Freedom in the world. That means touching feeling and emotion of friendship, best hospitality in the world through the environment and atmosphere of Love, Peace and Service in spirit and mind.

· Home Hospitality stays are available for a maximum of three days before or after the Jamboree. Home Hospitality Program requests must be made in advance when submitting the Jamboree Application Form. 
· The Hospitality Program will be for homestays. If homes become unavailable, schools, low-cost hostels and hotels can be arranged. For stays other than homestays, there will be a charge for the type of accommodation that is reserved.
· Similar arrangements for the Hospitality Program for other countries in the Asia-Pacific region will be offered by member organizations in their respective countries.

Venue Site:

· Vajiravduh National Scout Camp, Sriracha, Chonburi, Thailand. The Jamboree site is located 60 kilometers from Suvarnabhumi International Airport.
Transportation/ Transfer

· Transportation will be provided between Suvarnabhumi International Airport and the Jamboree site in Chonburi. An ICCS counter will be located at the airport, look for the ICCS counter after clearing Immigration and before you leave the secure Customs area.
· All transportation will be provided between the Jamboree site and any off-site activities.

Participants and Qualifications:

· Scouts and Guides, youth members of Church Youth Ministry, church organizations and approved school organizations between the ages of 12-17 yrs.
· Scouts who are members of their respective regional Asia-Pacific, Europe-Mediterranean, Inter-America and the African International Catholic Conference of Scouting chapters.
· Scouts, volunteers and participants must be approved and endorsed by their National Scout/ Guide Organization.
· Other youth participants must be approved and endorsed by their national or local church, school or scout organizations in their respective countries or by written approval of the ICCS Thailand
· 5,000-7,000 Scouts and other participants are expected, both boys and girls aged 12-17. Handicapped are also welcome.

Volunteer Qualifications:

· Jamboree volunteer (International Service Teams) positions are open to men and women who meet required qualifications.
· Adult volunteer members must have been born before December 26, 1984.

· Youth volunteers must have been born between December 26, 1984 and December 26, 1994, and be registered members of a National Scouting Organization.

Volunteer Understanding:

In applying for a leadership assignment at the ICCS Jamboree, volunteer members agree to:

· Meet their responsibilities throughout the entire Jamboree.

· Conduct themselves in accordance with Scout Oath and Scout Law, the Venturing Code, the regulations of the Boy Scouts of Thailand and Volunteer Statement of Understanding and Code of Conduct appendix.

· Participate in preliminary pre-Jamboree training that may be required.

· Carry out assignments given to them.

· Wear the official Jamboree uniform.

· Understand that any departure from the Jamboree rules will constitute grounds for dismissal.

· Volunteers are asked to pay their own way to the Jamboree and are required to pay the registration fee according to the guidelines set forth by the World Organization of the Scout Movement (WOSM) for their country of residence.

Tents and Camp Equipment:

· All scouts, guides, Senior Scouts/ Guides and Volunteers(IST) will stay in camping tents, tents will be prepared, or rented or bought new one if requested. Please refer to the Jamboree Website: www.jamboreethailand.com or order together in the application form at email: info@jamboreethailand.com
· Bamboo and other equipment for constructing gateways, decorations, etc. will be provided. As well, there will be a competition new look, new design sub-camp decoration project: pioneering and new design architecture.
Flags:

· Scouts are encouraged to bring flags designating their home countries, troop and scout associations.
Meals:

· Meals for breakfast, lunch and dinner will be catered. Cooking is not necessary, as the organizers would like the participants to spend time and enjoy the activities, fellowship and friendship with their fellow scouts and friends. 
· International, Thai, Asian and vegetarian meals will be provided. Special dietary requirements can be accommodated, please contact the ICCS Jamboree organizers in advance for those with special dietary needs. 
· Special meals or foods that you wish to prepare or bring to the Jamboree that representative of your home country or region to share with fellow scouts is encouraged.
· Kiosks selling food, snacks, drinks, Jamboree souvenirs and memorabilia will be open during the Jamboree.
Climate:

· The weather during late December and early January will be warm and balmy with cool nights. Expect normally dry weather with temperatures ranging from 20-30C.
Language:

· English, with translation assistance in French, Spanish, Japanese, Korean, Chinese and Thai.
Information:

· Information kiosks will be available at the Jamboree site. There will also be a check-in and information desk at Suvarnabhumi Airport after the Immigration Counters and inside the Customs area.
· An internet center will be available at the Jamboree site.

· Fees for IST members will be 10% less than the fees stated above.
· Note: An additional charge of 5% will be applied for late applicants.
· The fee includes transportation to and from the Jamboree campsite from Suvarnabhumi Airport, materials for the Jamboree, food, drinks and program supplies.
· Other Tours and the Home Hospitality Program will incur extra fees.
· Scouts are expected to arrive on December 26th and depart on January 2nd, for those who arrive a day early or depart a day late, accommodation can be provided at a special rate.

· Special gala Opening and Closing ceremonies are planned.
· A festive New Year’s Eve Countdown is planned for the night of December 31.
· A  Love and Peace cultural exchange World Bazaar emphasizing friendship and an understanding of the many countries and cultures attending the Jamboree will be held on December 31 in the main open space area. Please be prepared to display your original crafts and/or present a program indicative of your country or region.
