CULTURAL NIGHT I  (October 15)
The cultural presentation started with a poem by Sr. Maureen Andrews from Australia depicting the beauty of her country which is usually recited during Australia Day.  It was followed by the presentation by the Sisters from India.  They begin their presentation by inviting the other sisters to join them in singing “Here We Are”.  After that, they presented a choreographed song about Freedom, the refrain was repeated throughout: “Into the heaven of Freedom, my Lord, let my country awake!”  The Sisters from Indonesia were in full colored costumes and presented an Indonesian dance called “Tandok Dance”.  The word “tandok” means the bag for rice.  This dance is performed to show solidarity or participation with others who celebrate their feast or wedding day.  The Sisters from Myanmar presented  a Water Festival Dance in colorful native costumes.  The Vietnamese Sisters followed in their “Harvest Dance” with different native costumes representing the different parts of Vietnam:  the North, the Central Region, Southern Vietnam and from the Highland region.
