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Through these projects we experience the presence of God around the world and his transforming love and at the same time we also experience the emerging culture of death.
I look at three objectives of this program:

1. to observe leadership

2. to observe the people’s way of life

3. to identify the values that will help us to go beyond

I propose 5 areas on this reflection:

1. Enlightened goal –  “move beyond”  - the bell is ringing and continue to ring. We are called to deepen our Spirituality, an enlightened spirituality.

2. Philosophy of Learning. This philosophy is for life. This is an education, a learning, a transformation.  A simple way of life which is categorized by support. It is sustainable. “With great knowledge comes great responsibilities”.

3. Deep involvement – to promote an eco-friendly way of life.

4. The leadership of the King of Thailand - It is a symbol of power.  His love for the people makes this project possible. To promote a leadership animation from within.

5. The call for us to renew our prophetic mission - to the poor, the abuse women, etc.  We are called to commit ourselves to work for justice, peace and integrity of creation. 
Biblical and Theological Reflection:

The God experience of the people of Israel (Ex 6:7-8). The Israelites did not experience God who is fixed in one place or one city or one temple. God has led them to the good land which means that the community is perfect and living in harmony. The “good land” where there is no one who is in need of something, where dignity is respected. The Israelites was brought from Egypt to build new communities where there is no poor. This is the dream of God that is why God brought them out of Egypt. 

We are called to be prophets. Who are the prophets? These are the  ones  who are concerned and are deeply affected by the life of the people (like the King of Thailand). Prophets are the ones who speak the word of God. The prophets are concerned with the needs of the powerless and the poor  - with passion. We need the presence of the prophets in our world today.  They are after the welfare of the people. This would lead to conflict with the powerful. Conflict is an integral way of life of the prophets. However, God stand by the prophets because they speak for God.

Psalm 82:1-8 expresses God’s universal concern for justice and integrity of creation.  We are all interconnected. Social justice, leadership, integrity in one reality. This is the dream God for us.  

Conclusion:

· we are called to be prophets of the Lord, women on fire

· we are called to move beyond so that the silent agony  of the exploited women  and the compassionate anger of God will find its expression transcending boundaries and borders. 

· we care called to move beyond to the new culture, to  the new society and the new history

· we are called to move beyond against indiscrimination, to create a new fellowship of love and human caring, to build up communities
· we are called to give life, to promote life, to protect the mother earth for the next generation, to take care of our planet
· Where are we? Where do we want to go? And how can we get there?

· Working for the welfare of the people

· We have a vision and a  great spirituality

· If not we…… who?    If not now….. when?  If not here…. Where?

The real moving beyond is doing the WILL OF GOD for us.
